REQUIREMENTS 
    

Testing time is 30 minutes.

 Candidates should prepare all of the listed elements in the technique section below. 

 Four pieces, each from a different musical period (Baroque, Classical, Romantic/Impressionist, 

Contemporary); two pieces have to be chosen from the repertoire list and memorized. 

Candidates can choose two other comparable pieces on his/her own. Romantic and 

Impressionist pieces can be interchanged. 

 One Etude from the Etude list. 

 Download Level 10 Theory and present the completed version at the exam.

General Rules: 
Arrive 15 minutes before your scheduled exam. Please wait for the room monitor, or the adjudicator will call for you. Dress 
appropriately and presentably. Make sure to turn your cell phone off completely. 
 

Grading Scale: 
We are using the 5 points system for grading: 35 points is full score. Scale; 5 points, Etude: 5 points, Music pieces: 25 
points. Minimum passing score is 21 points. 

 

Technique (Hands together, memorized)  

 Scales: Db Major or B Major, f or g-sharp minor (harmonic and melodic); three 

octaves with I (tonic) arpeggios. Minimum tempo for scales:  = 92 

 Chords: Triads, dominant 7
th
, diminished 7

th
, and root position & inversions; broken 

and blocked in the aforementioned major keys. 

 Modulation: Modulate to the dominant key; Bb to F & Ab to Eb 

 Polyrhythms: 2:3 Start on Db, Within one octave, triplets in LH first, then RH 

 Whole Tone Scale: Start on Ab, one octave
