e A E-flat B-flat Major -Eighth note = octaves, Triplets = 3 octaves; ¢ g Natural & Harmonic
minor- eighth note = 2 octave

Chords

e A E-flat B-flat Major: I-IV-1-V-V(7)-1, use the common tone WITH legato pedal; c g minor: i-iv-
i-V-V(7)- i, use the common tone WITH the legato pedal

o A B-flat Major Primary first, then secondary root position. A Major and g minor broken triads to
the octave, root position and inversions, up first, then down
